'Before Ross,' 17th October, 1649.
SIR,

Since my coming into Ireland, | have this witness for myself, That | have
endeavoured to avoid effusion of blood; having been before no place, to
which such terms have not been first sent as might have turned to the good
and preservation of those to whom they were offered; this being my principle,
that the people and places where | come may not suffer, except through their
own wilfulness.

To the end | may observe the like course with this place and people therein, |
do hereby summon you to deliver the Town of Ross into my hands, to the use
of the Parliament of England. Expecting your speedy answer, | rest,
