1646
July
Newcastle Propositions. Offered to Charles while held by the Scots after surrender; involved regular Parliaments, interim control of militia by Parliament, adoption of Presbyterianism for 3 years. Charles does not accept.


August
Parliament passes an ordinance to create a Presbyterian system of church government.

October
Bishops abolished

1647
Jan/Feb
Parliament attempt to remove the Army: purge of Independent officers, some regiments to be sent to Ireland, 8 weeks arrears to be given.

March
New Model Army Petition: request for indemnity, not to be sent to Ireland etc. Parliament respond with Declaration of Dislike
April
Army elect agitators to speak to the officers or grandees on their behalf, about issues such as indemnity, religious toleration


2nd June
Cornet Joyce & troops seize the king from Parliamentary guard at Holdenby House in Northampton; now the Army have a voice in negotiations
Officers throw in their lot with junior rank & file, intervene in negotiations with:
5 June
Army rendez vous @ Newmarket & issue Engagement – they will not disband til the approval of an Army Council says so – and Council will be made up of officers & rank and file.

14 June
Declaration of the Army: they declare they are not mercenary, they have a higher purpose in defending ‘just rights and liberties’

July
Heads of the Proposals approved by Army General Council offered to Charles – includes regular elections, national church, freedom of worship for Protestants

Sep/Oct
Levellers/Agitators preparing Case of the Army Truly Stated  and The Agreement of the People
1647
October
Putney Debates – discussion of future constitution with Levellers @ St Mary’s Church,

November
Charles escapes from custody; Cromwell avoids one big army meeting for purposes of discussing the Agreement. 
December
Charles makes Engagement with Scots – he would return to the throne in exchange for adopting Presbyterianism for 3 years

1648 – year of Second Civil War

January 
Parliament pass Vote of No Addresses – no more negotiations with Charles.

April
Army prayer meeting at Windsor – they decide Charles is a ‘man of blood’ who has to die to cleanse England of its wrongdoing in God’s eyes.

June
11 MPs previously expelled from Commons by Army re take their seats. Parliament revoke Vote of No Addresses

August 
Scots defeated by Cromwell & NMA at Preston. Surrender follows.

September
Parliamentary commissioners renew negotiations with king.

November
Army Remonstrance (written by Ireton) calls for trial of Charles

December
Pride’s Purge
